Keeping your Lertification Current!

You will need to renew your certifica-
tion every three years. Certifications
must be renewed on or before the
expiration date to qualify. You will be
sent a notice along with a renewal
application a few manths prior to the

expiration of your certificate. You
must have at least 1.5 CEU credits per
three year period to renew your Per-
mit Technician certification. If you
have multiple certification and they
are all due on the same date as your
Permit Technician certification, you
must include enough CEU credits for

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Historical Perspective of the Permit Technician Profession & Exam, by Jo Ann Brookins

In the early [990s the educa-
tional opportunities and appro-
priate recognition for Permit
Technicians was becoming
more and more apparent. This
awareness spawned the forma-
tion of several Permit Techni-
cian organizations in California,
Washington and several other
states. These organizations
sent requests to their code
organization asking that a certi-
fication program be developed
similar to those offered for
inspectors, plans examiners
and building officials. After
several years of defining goals
and tasks. a voluntary certifica-
tion category for Permit Techni-
cians was created.

In 1997 the ICBO took the lead
by forming a Permit Technician
Exam Development Committee.
The group had their first meet-
ing in January, 1398. The com-
mittee comprised of eight indi-
viduals from Washington, Cali-
fornia, Texas, Colorado and
Arizona who were intimately
familiar with the activities that
occur at the front counter.
Their task was to develop ques-
tions for a certification exam.
Prior to the development of the
exam a survey was sent to ap-
proximately 450 Permit Techni-
cians asking what duties they

performed and how often they
performed these duties. From
this survey four exam catego-
ries were created:

[. General Administration

2. Legal Aspects

3. Plans and Documents

4. [oning and Site Development

By September 1998 a certifica-
tion exam was being offered

through the International Code
Council. (IGC).

The International Code Council
Permit Technician Exam Devel-
opment Committee is recom-
mending two levels of the Per-
mit Technician certification.
Recommendation for Level | is
similar to the current certifica-
tion being offered by the ICC.
Level 2 will contain advanced
areas of knowledge and more in
-depth topics dealing with legal
aspects, zoning and counter
plan review. The committee
met again via teleconference on
April 16, 2009 to review materi-
als and suggestions for the two
levels of testing. The commit-
tee unanimously voted to move
the materials forward to the
RBoard of International Profes-
sional Standards for review. If
approved, the testing for two
levels could start sometime in

2011-2012.

The Permit Technician is a valu-
able contributor to the day to
day operations within your gov-
ernmental jurisdiction. Duties
for this profession may include;
answering building code and
zoning questions, intake of per-
mit applications, issuance of
construction and other related
permits, customer support, plan
review and much much more. It
is very important that we pro-
mote our profession and bring
awareness of the Permit Tech-
nicians role to our communities
and our peers as a viable pro-
fession. The Permit Technician
position is required to be skilled
in various areas in order to
effectively provide the best
customer service. Permit
Technicians are the unsung
heroes who keep the permitting
process a float and help build-
ers and developers get through
the entire development proc-
BSS.
