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The exam was designed to be ―self-

study.‖  This is something you can 

study for and achieve without a struc-

tured class.

Since the 

exam is open-book, just learn where 

and how to find the information and 

you will do fine.  Go with the answer 

that is most correct.  The answers 

may be tweaked to be almost right, 

except for a word or two.  If the an-

swer says ―may require‖ and the code 

says ―shall require‖, whichever best 

fits ―shall‖ would be correct.  The 

codes were written such that people 

shall comply with the code.  Becoming 

an ICC-certified Permit Technician is a 

significant personal and professional 

accomplishment.  If you have the 

drive, ability, and dedication it takes to 

earn this certification, you will join a 

select group of professionals who 

have attained a high level of excel-

lence and achievement validated 

through the certification process.
